The new plan will make parking:

➤ Cheaper—Monthly parking fees for commuter lots will be 
drastically reduced. 

➤ Simpler—All reserved lots will have the same parking rate.

➤ Safer—Students will be able to park 
closer to their residence halls. 

And since the new, lower commuter
lot rates will encourage more people
to park on the perimeter of campus,
central campus will become safer
and less congested. Getting around
Penn State will be easier for every-
one—whether they choose to walk,
ride the bus, bicycle, or drive.

What We’re Working On

➤ The parking lines on the roof level will be painted by the end of
spring semester.

➤ Routine maintenance on the original part of the structure will
be completed as the weather improves.

➤ New directional arrows will be painted on the ramps by the end
of spring semester.

➤ A number of internal sign changes are planned for spring 
semester.

➤ Covered bicycle parking will be installed on the first level of 
the deck near the northeast corner by fall 2003.  

➤ The access control component of the deck will be completed 
by fall 2003.

Why not sign up for CATA’s RideShare program? This free ride-match-
ing program helps commuters find easy and economical ways to get to
and from work via car- and vanpools. The program is designed to bring
together people who travel from or through the same communities on
the way to work. 

Coming Your Way
When you register for RideShare, you’ll receive a list of the convenient
transportation options available to you—and a RideMatch list with the
names and telephone numbers of other members who live in or com-
mute through your area. Simply call someone from this list to ask for a
ride—or offer one. 

If you don’t want us to give your contact information to others, just tell
us when you register. You’ll still be eligible for the Guaranteed Ride
Home (GRH) program.

We’ll Get You There 
We know that sometimes your commute gets complicated—your carpool
driver has a family emergency and can’t get to work, or you have to work
unscheduled overtime and miss your ride. With the GRH program, we
worry about it—so you don’t have to.

All RideShare members can participate in the GRH program for an
annual fee of $10 (there is no charge for full-time Penn State faculty and

staff). If you have an emergency, you will have a guaranteed ride home
(up to 50 miles). You will be provided with a rental car (if you’re a quali-
fied driver) or a taxi ride to your destination. We can also arrange to
pick up a child from day care or school on the way.

You can count on the GRH program in case of:
➤ an illness and/or medical emergency (including riders and/or 

family members); 

➤ a workplace shut-down; 

➤ a flood, fire, or natural disaster;

➤ an emergency that prevents your driver from giving you a ride;

➤ a work-related emergency that requires unscheduled overtime 
(limited to four trips per calendar year).

If you are already a member of a car- or vanpool, simply register with
RideShare and you can participate in the GRH program.

Things You Should Know About . . .
Parking Permits

General Information

➤ All University employees parking on campus must display a valid
parking permit regardless of shift. 

➤ Permit holders must park in their assigned lot in a valid space that is
not reserved by signs or meters, and should display their permits on
their rearview mirrors. 

➤ Vehicle windows and doors should always be locked to prevent 
permit theft.

➤ The permit holder must report all license plate number, office
address/phone number, e-mail, and home address changes to the
Parking Office immediately. Forms are available from the parking
chairperson.

➤ From 4:00 p.m. until 7:30 a.m. the next business day—therefore, 
all day Saturday and Sunday—the majority of the reserved lots on
campus are open to anyone, regardless of what type of University park-
ing permit they have.

Changes

➤ On May 1, 2003, the rate for Stadium West and Jordan East (Lot 44)
commuter lot permits decreased to $5 per month for all commuters
(faculty, staff, and students). This rate decrease coincides with the 
start of the East Sub-campus construction projects, which will impact
approximately 2,000 parking spaces. Employees interested in obtaining
the commuter permit at the new rate should contact their departmen-
tal parking chair.       

➤ The evening/weekend permit is being eliminated. All University fac-
ulty/staff and student permits—including the commuter permits—are
valid in core campus lots all day Saturday and Sunday.

S U M M E R  B U S  S E R V I C E

➤ The summer bus service schedule has changed slightly to better meet
the needs of commuter permit holders. (See new schedule below.)

➤ Summer campus bus service includes a Link route and the Campus
Loop route. Service hours for the Campus Loop are 
4:45 a.m.–midnight, Monday through Friday. Service hours for 
the Link are 4:45 a.m.–6:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

➤ There may be times when employees may need to report to 
work prior to a 5:00 a.m. start due to special events on campus.
Transportation Services will work with those departments to meet
their needs.

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Parking Construction Updates continued

Entrance and Exit Gates

➤ Beginning in fall 2003, access to the deck will be controlled 24 hours
a day, Monday through Friday. All Green B permit holders will
receive a proximity card that will automatically open the entrance
gates as they approach the deck. The entry will be staffed for visitors
and those personnel who are authorized to use this facility but do not
have proximity cards. 

➤ A separate parking area—with its own entrance and exit gates—will
be located on the first level of the deck. Signs will indicate when this
area is open to permit holders—and when it is reserved for Nittany
Lion Inn visitors. The entrance gates will only be down on especially
busy days; otherwise they will remain open so any permit holder can
enter. The exit gates will open automatically when a motor vehicle
approaches. No special permit, pass, or device is required.

Parking Information

➤ The priority for parking in the deck will begin with Green B permit
holders, Inn overnight guests, and visitors. Students are never consid-
ered visitors, regardless of the reason that their vehicles may be on
campus.

➤ There will be a set number of visitor parking spaces to ensure parking
for permit holders and Inn overnight guests. When the visitor section
is full, a sign will be illuminated and visitors will be sent to the next
available visitor parking location.

➤ Students will not be allowed to park in the deck from 
7:30 a.m.–4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

EAST SUB-CAMPUS

Lot Closings
Due to a construction delay, parking will be removed from the East Sub-
campus lots in phases over the next several months. Yellow R (north and
east of Mitchell Building—38 spaces) closes May 12; Orange A Mitchell
(East) closes June 1; Orange A Curtin (North)—future site of the East
Deck—closes July 15; Orange A Mitchell (North)—Mitchell Building
demolition—closes July 15; Orange A Curtin (South)—future site of 
the Food Sciences Building—closes September 15. Please note that 
all closing dates are subject to change.

Parking Information

➤ Lot 80—If necessary, students parked in Lot 80 will move to Lot 83N
or Stadium West until the end of spring semester. When the students
return in the fall, they will find the Lot 80 spaces replaced by parking
spaces located in the area of East Halls and Pollock/South Halls.  

➤ Orange A Mitchell and Orange A Curtin Lots—During the construction
of the East Deck, employees currently parking in these lots may: 1)
purchase a reserved parking permit for $34 per month (availability is
limited); 2) keep their orange open staff permits and park in available
orange lots; or 3) park in the commuter lots (Stadium West and
Jordan East) at a rate of $5 per month. Please note that due to the
loss of Orange A Mitchell and Orange A Curtin, space in the open
staff lots will be much more limited than it was in the past.

➤ Orange Open Staff Lots—Employees currently parking in the lots that
will be converted to student lots adjacent to the residence halls may:
1) pay the higher fee to remain in the core of campus (if space is
available); 2) keep their orange open staff permits and park in avail-
able orange lots; or 3) purchase a commuter permit for Stadium West
or Jordan East for $5 per month. 

Please note that due to the loss of Orange A Mitchell and Orange A
Curtin, space in the open staff lots will be much more limited than it
was in the past.

East Deck

Estimated completion date of the East Deck is fall 2004. At that time,
displaced employees may be given the option to return to the East Deck
at the reserved rate on a space-available basis or remain in the commuter
lots or orange lots at the appropriate rates.

ICE RINK METERED PARKING
This summer, the meters currently located in the Orange C lot off of
Hastings Road will be relocated to the Orange F lot located just north 
of Greenberg and Lasch Buildings. This relocation will free up some
orange parking spaces in Orange C and move the meters to a more 
convenient location for Ice Rink, Greenberg, and Lasch patrons.

VISUAL ARTS VISITOR LOT

➤ The metered visitor lot located on Curtin Road across from the
Visual Arts building was recently converted to a faculty/ staff reserved
lot (Yellow E). This change is related to the new School of Architec-
ture and Landscape Architecture (SALA) building project and the
East Sub-campus construction projects.

➤ This lot also provides visitor parking by permit for daily visitors to the
Palmer Museum of Art and for evening events.

➤ Short-term meters will be installed in the current Yellow E lot located
at the corner of Curtin and Shortlidge Roads just across the street
from the University Creamery. These meters are being installed to
serve the needs of weekday Creamery patrons. 

GREEN D LOT
➤ Approximately June 9, construction will begin on the new SALA

building. This building will be located off Shortlidge Road in the
vicinity of the current Green D lot, between North Halls and the
Visual Arts building.

➤ Employees will not be able to park in the Green D lot during con-
struction of the new SALA building. The estimated completion date
for this project is spring 2005.

➤ During construction, employees currently possessing a Green D 
permit can choose: 1) a Green B (Nittany Deck) permit; 2) a Yellow
F (Eisenhower Deck) permit; or 3) a $5 per month commuter permit.
They can also choose to keep their orange open staff permits and park 
in available orange spaces. Please note that due to the loss of Orange
A Mitchell and Orange A Curtin, space in the open staff lots will be
much more limited than it was in the past.

➤ Some of these individuals may also be offered permits for the new
Yellow E lot located across from the Visual Arts building that will be
available for Fall 2003.  

➤ Upon completion of the SALA project, the departments will receive
permit allocations for the new Green D lot. The number of employ-
ees that will be offered parking in the new Green D lot will depend
on the number of available spaces. Note that each department and/or
college has its own policy for distributing permits.
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A DEAL YOU SHOULDN’T PASS UP
Ride the bus fo r  on ly  $5 a  month

➤ Eligible employees may purchase a mass transit pass—which 
normally costs $40 a month—for only $5 a month. 

➤ To qualify, the person must be a full-time employee of the
University and either not possess a University parking permit 
or relinquish current permits to the Parking Office.

➤ The pass is valid on all CATA Centre Line bus routes.

➤ The cost of the pass can be deducted from the employee’s paycheck
before taxes.

➤ Pass holders will also receive four one-day parking permits per 
fiscal year at no charge.
